22 The same night [Jacob] arose and took his two wives, his two female 
servants, and his eleven children, and crossed the ford of 
the Jabbok. 23 He took them and sent them across the stream, and 
everything else that he had. 24 And Jacob was left alone. And a man 
wrestled with him until the breaking of the day. 25 When the man saw 
that he did not prevail against Jacob, he touched his hip socket, and 
Jacob's hip was put out of joint as he wrestled with him. 26 Then he 
said, “Let me go, for the day has broken.” But Jacob said, “I will not 
let you go unless you bless me.” 27 And he said to him, “What is your 
name?”

THE EPISTLE   2 Timothy 3:14—4:5  
 

14 But as for you, continue in what you have learned and have firmly 
believed, knowing from whom you learned it 15 and how from 
childhood you have been acquainted with the sacred writings, which 
are able to make you wise for salvation through faith in Christ 
Jesus. 16 All Scripture is breathed out by God and profitable for 
teaching, for reproof, for correction, and for training in 
righteousness, 17 that the man of God may be complete, equipped for 
every good work. 
 

I charge you in the presence of God and of Christ Jesus, who is to 
judge the living and the dead, and by his appearing and his 
kingdom: 2 preach the word; be ready in season and out of 
season; reprove, rebuke, and exhort, with complete patience and 
teaching.
